Extension Activities for: Where’s Spot?		�


After reading and sharing Where’s Spot? the lift-a-flap book with students, a discussion should follow about hiding and finding.  Before class, hide various objects around the room.  Students will play hide-n-seek to find the hidden objects.  Talk about how Sally looks in different places to finally find Spot.


The next activity will be how to make your own Spot the dog puppet.  All you need to make your own Spot the Dog puppet is a square piece of yellow paper, a popsicle stick, tape, and a black or brown crayon.  The directions to shape the head are as follows; fold the piece of paper diagonally to make a triangle.  Place the triangle in front of you so that the folded side is on top.  Fold the two top corners down to make the ears.  Create a cute doggy face and color the ears and face as desired.  The last step is to tape  the stick to  the bottom to finish the puppet.  Enjoy your Spot the dog puppet!
